Definitions

Slavery

A person held against his or her will and controlled physically or psychologically by violence or its threat for the purpose of appropriating their labor.

The term slavery is the most widely used when referring to any form of slavery, bondage, or human trafficking. 

Human Trafficking

Human trafficking is the second largest and fastest growing crime in the world. 

Trafficking in persons is broadly defined as modern-day slavery, but different countries and laws provide variations on the exact definition. Listed below are two of the most commonly used and influential definitions. Note that the U.N. definition is broader than the U.S. definition, as it includes organ trafficking and an expanded list of 'means', such as abuse of a position of vulnerability. Both definitions do not require sex trafficking of children to include any force or coercion, recognizing that children cannot meaningfully consent to sexual exploitation. They are also both inclusive of transnational and internal trafficking in persons.

· United Nations Convention Against Transnational Organized Crime, Supplemental Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children:

“Trafficking in persons” shall mean the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or receipt of persons, by means of the threat or use of force or other forms of coercion, of abduction, of fraud, of deception, of the abuse of power or of a position of vulnerability or of the giving or receiving of payments or benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over another person, for the purpose of exploitation. Exploitation shall include, at a minimum, the exploitation of the prostitution of others or other forms of sexual exploitation, forced labour or services, slavery or practices similar to slavery, servitude or the removal of organs;


The recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring or receipt of a child for the purpose
of exploitation shall be considered “trafficking in persons” even if this does not involve any of the means set forth in subparagraph (a) [see above] of this article;'

· Trafficking Victims Protection Act (TVPA) of 2000, [United States federal law; the definition below is of 'severe forms of trafficking in persons', for which there are criminal penalties in the United States]:

1) Sex trafficking in which a commercial sex act is induced by force, fraud, or coercion or in which the person induced to perform such an act is under 18, or


2) The recruitment, harboring, transportation, provision, or obtaining of a person for labor or services, through the use of force, fraud, or coercion, for the purpose of subjecting that person to involuntary servitude, peonage, debt bondage, or slavery. 

Sex Slavery/Trafficking and Child Sex Trafficking/Child Commercial Sexual Exploitation

When a person is coerced, forced, or deceived into prostitution – or maintained in prostitution through coercion – that person is a victim of trafficking. All of those involved in recruiting, transporting, harboring, receiving, or obtaining the person for that purpose have committed a trafficking crime. Sex trafficking can also occur within debt bondage, as women and girls are forced to continue in prostitution through the use of unlawful “debt” purportedly incurred through their transportation, recruitment, or even their crude “sale” – which exploiters insist they must pay off before they can be free.
Bonded Labor

Abuses of contracts and hazardous conditions of employment for migrant laborers do not necessarily constitute human trafficking. However, the attribution of illegal costs and debts on these laborers in the source country, often with the support of labor agencies and employers in the destination country, can contribute to a situation of debt bondage. This is the case even when the worker’s status in the country is tied to the employer as a guest-worker in the context of employment-based temporary work programs.

Forced Labor

Also known as involuntary servitude, forced labor may result when unscrupulous employers exploit workers made more vulnerable by high rates of unemployment, poverty, crime, discrimination, corruption, political conflict, or cultural acceptance of the practice. 

Child Soldiers

Child soldiering can be a manifestation of human trafficking where it involves the unlawful recruitment or use of children – through force, fraud, or coercion – as combatants or for labor or sexual exploitation by armed forces. Perpetrators may be government forces, paramilitary organizations, or rebel groups. Many children are forcibly abducted to be used as combatants. Others are made unlawfully to work as porters, cooks, guards, servants, messengers, or spies. Young girls can be forced to marry or have sex with male combatants. Both male and female child soldiers are often sexually abused and are at high risk of contracting sexually transmitted diseases.

Forced Marriage

A forced marriage is a marriage that is performed under duress and without the full and informed consent or free will of both parties.

Organ Trafficking

The forced removal of body parts for the purpose of financial gain. Organ, tissues, and cells trafficking often takes the form of what is known as “transplant tourism”, with recipients traveling, usually from wealthier nations, to acquire organs in countries where measures to prevent the crime or protect live donors are not in place or not implemented. It is estimated 5-10 percent of kidney transplants performed annually around the world are the result of trafficking.
 

Organ trafficking remains an invisible trafficking sector for existing anti-trafficking initiatives.

Insight into Working with Victims in Shelters
(compiled by Dr. Jeffrey Barrows)


Discipline of Minors


One principle that should govern all you do with girls or boys in a shelter/safe house is to give them choice whenever possible, because the essence of the trafficking scenario is the removal of choice and the loss of freedom. Having said that, all discipline involves the removal of some form of freedom, and it is necessary, but you have to be careful. For a girl or boy who spent a great deal of time locked in a room - you don't want to lock her/him in her/his room recreating the trafficking scenario. Therefore, the best way to discipline is individually depending on the person. It is critical that she/he understand why she/he’s being disciplined, and if possible, to give her/him the choice between two or more disciplines. For someone who has had their freedom removed in large measure during their trafficking scenario, it would be best to make them do chores rather than restrict freedom. For someone who is coming out of labor trafficking who has spent the time doing chores, it would be best to limit freedoms in some way that is different than what happened during their time being trafficked. In short, discipline is necessary but needs to be individualized in creative ways that do not duplicate what happened during a victim’s captivity as much as possible. 


Regulating Visitors


It would be unusual for someone coming out of a trafficking scenario to have many friends, other than those who were trafficked with them. Therefore, the need for this will be rare and probably should be restricted especially early on in the recovery process.


Visits from Short-Term Teams or Individuals


There are two concerns that come to mind. First of all, mission teams of volunteers who have very little knowledge of trafficking will be tempted to ask the victims “their story”. This is never good, because each time the person tells their story they are actually re-traumatized to some degree. Secondly, though slight, there is always the possibility that someone will infiltrate the team for their own evil purposes. This would apply more to teams where general construction or unskilled labor are asked for and people outside the church may join. Therefore, two things would need to be put into place to prevent these things. First, there should be a general orientation session for the mission team prior to their contact with any victims. That orientation should cover general things like what to do and not do (such as ask the person to tell their story). Secondly, there should be some kind of screening process done by the team leader and close observation of the team with the victims. There should never be a volunteer alone with a victim. 


Giving Out Information about the Victims to Churches or Other Groups


It’s difficult not to give out information to churches and other groups. The key is that no one should be able to identify the victim in any way. Therefore, no names, and if the story is being told to a group that might be able to put the pieces together enough to know what person you’re talking about, then the story should be changed. The identity and confidentiality of the victims always comes first. 


As an aside, the media does not respect this. If they can get names etc., they will not hesitate to publish or show those names. We do not want to re-exploit the exploited.


Sharing about the Past


Victims should only share with purpose, i.e. in their counseling session with a counselor or with staff, if something has triggered them and they need to talk about it. The only person who should ask the victim to share their story should be the professional counselor who is doing so with purpose. I would strongly encourage keeping victims from sharing their story with other victims within the house, and certainly with friends. As said before, each time they share the story, they relive it and thus experience some degree of trauma. 


If a shelter/safe house has mentors - mentors have no reason to know the story. However, some people do like to tell their story and you can't stop that. But it should raise yellow flags with staff and the counselor should be made aware of that. The victim may be embellishing the story to get attention, or somehow using it for other benefit.

Money Belonging to Victims

Early on, you can use credits for chores done well around the house, and then those credits can be cashed in for small gifts or special food treats. This can slowly be increased to actual small amounts of cash to see how they handle their money. It’s also good to accompany this will life skills training on money and saving. If victims in a shelter/safe house have a job toward the end of their rehabilitation and it’s okayed by the counselor, it is a good transition to the real world. Finally, when someone has shown that they are using their money well - they will be showing they are ready to transition out of the house.

Democratic Republic of the Congo


Human rights violations are prevalent and there is an epidemic of rape.

A source country for children trafficked within its borders for the purposes of forced labor and commercial sexual exploitation, as well as a destination country for children trafficked from other African countries for the same purposes.


Egypt

· Some of Egypt’s estimated one million street children – both boys and girls – are exploited in prostitution and forced begging.
· Wealthy men from the Gulf travel to Egypt to purchase “temporary marriages” with Egyptian females, including girls who are under the age of 18; these arrangements are often facilitated by the females’ parents and marriage brokers.
Ivory Coast

Over a third of the cocoa that makes the world's chocolate comes from Ivory Coast, Africa. Thousands of children - from within the Ivory Coast and neighbouring countries – who pick and harvest these beans have been trafficked. They have had their freedom taken away from them and are forced to work long hours on the cocoa plantations without receiving any money for their work.

Kenya

· Children are trafficked within the country for domestic servitude, forced labor in agriculture (including on flower plantations), cattle herding, in bars, and for commercial sexual exploitation, including involvement in the coastal sex tourism industry.

· Employment agencies facilitate and profit from the trafficking of Kenyan nationals to Middle Eastern nations, notably Saudi Arabia, the UAE, and Lebanon.

Malawi

The incidence of internal trafficking is believed higher than that of transnational trafficking, and practices such as forced labor exist, particularly on tobacco plantations.


Morocco 

· Boys experience involuntary servitude as apprentices in the artisan and construction industries and in mechanic shops. 

· Young girls from rural areas are recruited to work as child maids in cities, but often face restrictions on movement, non-payment of wages, threats, and physical or sexual abuse. 

· Transnational human trafficking in Morocco is associated with people smuggling and drug trafficking.

Nigeria

· Women and children are trafficked from Niger to North Africa, the Middle East, and Europe for domestic servitude and sexual exploitation.

· Caste-based slavery practices, rooted in ancestral master-slave relationships, continue primarily in the northern part of the country. 

· An estimated 8,800 to 43,000 Nigeriens live under conditions of traditional hereditary slavery.

Rwanda

· Rwanda is a source country for some women and children trafficked for the purposes of forced labor and sexual exploitation.

· There are isolated reports of sex trafficking networks operating in secondary schools and universities.

· Forced labor and soldiering into the Democratic Republic of the Congo takes place.

South Africa

· Girls are trafficked into the sex industry and domestic servitude. Boys are trafficked for street vending, food service, begging, crime, and agriculture.

· Both boys and girls are trafficked for “muti” (the removal of their organs for traditional medicine).

· The tradition of “ukuthewala,” the forced marriage of girls as young as 12 to adult men, is still practiced in remote villages in the Eastern Cape.

· Local criminal rings and street gangs organize child prostitution in a number of South Africa’s cities, which are also common destinations for child sex tourists.

· Traffickers control victims through intimidation and threats, use of force, confiscation of travel documents, demands to pay job "debts," and forced use of drugs and alcohol.

· South African women are trafficked to Europe and the Middle East for domestic servitude and sexual exploitation. 

· A large number of Thai women are trafficked into South Africa’s illegal brothels.

· Eastern European organized crime units force women from Russian and Ukraine into debt-bonded prostitution in exclusive private men's clubs.

Uganda

· Until August 2006, the terrorist rebel organization, Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA), abducted children and adults in northern Uganda to serve as soldiers, sex slaves, and porters. At least 711 additional people, mostly children, were abducted by the LRA between December 2007 and January 2009 in the Central African Republic, the DRC, and southern Sudan.

· Children are trafficked within the country for forced labor and sex slavery; they are also trafficked to other East African and European countries for the same purposes.

· Karamojong women and children are sold as slaves in cattle markets or by intermediaries and are subsequently forced into domestic servitude, sexual exploitation, cattle herding, and begging.

· Human trafficking of children for the forcible removal of body parts is widespread.

Zambia

· Child victims, primarily trafficked within the country for labor and sexual exploitation, tend to be female, adolescent, and orphaned.

· Children are sometimes trafficked as a consequence of soliciting help from strangers such as truck drivers.

· Traffickers most often operate through ad hoc, flexible networks of relatives, truck drivers, business people, cross-border traders, and religious leaders.

Summaries and Statistics of Countries


Cambodia

· Children are trafficked to Thailand and Vietnam to beg, sell candy or flowers, or shine shoes. 

· Parents sometimes sell their children into involuntary servitude to serve as beggars, into brothels for commercial sexual exploitation, or into domestic servitude. 
· Within Cambodia, children are trafficked for forced begging, waste scavenging, salt production, brick making, and quarrying.
China

· A source, transit, and destination country for human trafficking; the majority of which is internal trafficking.

· Women and children are trafficked for sexual and labor exploitation in Malaysia, Thailand, the United Kingdom, the United States, Australia, Europe, Canada, Japan, Italy, Burma, Singapore, South Africa, and Taiwan. 

· Many are recruited by false promises of employment and are later coerced into prostitution or forced labor. 

· Children are sometimes recruited by traffickers who promise their parents that their children can send remittances back home. 

· In poorer areas, most trafficked women are sold as wives to old and disabled unmarried men.   

· In richer areas, most trafficked women are sold to commercial sex businesses, hair salons, massage parlors and bathhouses. 

· Children are also kidnapped and sold for adoption.

India

· Internal forced labor may constitute India's largest trafficking problem; men, women, and children in debt bondage are forced to work in industries such as brick kilns, rice mills, agriculture, and embroidery factories. Although no comprehensive study of forced and bonded labor has been carried out, some NGOs estimate this problem affects tens of millions of Indians.

· Women and girls are trafficked within the country for the purposes of commercial sexual exploitation and forced marriage. 

· In recent years, there has been an increase of sex trafficking to medium-sized cities and satellite towns of large cities.

· Children are subjected to forced labor as factory workers, domestic servants, beggars, and agricultural workers.

· India is also a destination for women and girls from Nepal and Bangladesh trafficked for the purpose of commercial sexual exploitation.

· Indian nationals travel to Nepal and within the country for child sex tourism.

Japan

· Japan is one of several destinations and transit countries to which men, women, and children are trafficked for the purposes of forced labor and commercial sexual exploitation.

· Traffickers are increasingly targeting Japanese women and girls for coerced exploitation in pornography and the sex industry.

· Japanese men continue to be a significant source of demand for child sex tourism in Southeast Asia.

Philippines

· The Philippines is a source, transit, and destination country for human trafficking.

· The number of Philippine and foreign child victims in the Philippines range from 20,000 to 100,000.  

· Child sex tourism continues to be a serious problem for the Philippines, with sex tourists coming from Northeast Asia, Australia, Europe, and North America to engage in sexual activity with minors.

Russia

· A source, transit, and destination country for men, women, and children trafficked for the purposes of forced labor and commercial sexual exploitation. 

· Labor trafficking is the most predominant form of trafficking in Russia.

· Women are trafficked to Turkey, Greece, South Africa, Germany, Poland, Italy, Israel, Spain, Vietnam, Thailand, Australia, New Zealand, and the Middle East for the purpose of commercial sexual exploitation.

· Men and women from the Russian Far East are trafficked to South Korea, China, Bahrain, Oman, Japan, and South Korea for purposes of sexual exploitation, debt bondage, and forced labor, including in the agricultural and fishing sectors.

Taiwan

Taiwan is primarily a destination for men, women, and children trafficked for the purposes of forced labor and commercial sexual exploitation. To a far lesser extent, it is a source of women trafficked to Japan, Australia, the United Kingdom, and the United States for sexual exploitation and forced labor, as well as a transit area for People’s Republic of China (PRC) citizens seeking to enter the United States illegally, some of whom may become victims of debt bondage and forced prostitution.

Thailand

· Thailand’s relative prosperity attracts migrants from neighboring countries and from as far away as Russia and Fiji who flee conditions of poverty and, in the case of Burma, military repression. Significant illegal migration presents traffickers with opportunities to force, coerce, or defraud. 
· Ethnic minorities such as northern hill tribe peoples, many of whom don’t have legal status in the country, are at a disproportionately high risk for trafficking internally and abroad.
Vietnam

Vietnam is increasingly a destination for child sex tourism, with perpetrators from Japan, the Republic of Korea, the PRC, Taiwan, the UK, Australia, Europe, and the United States.

Summaries and Statistics of Countries


Albania

Victims are trafficked into the sex industry, labor industry, and begging rings primarily to Greece, and also to Italy, Macedonia, Kosovo, Spain, France, the U.K. and other Western European countries, as well as within Albania.

Austria

A transit and destination country for women and children trafficked from Romania, Bulgaria, Hungary, Moldova, Belarus, Ukraine, Slovakia, Nigeria, and sub-Saharan Africa for the purposes of commercial sexual exploitation and forced labor.

Bosnia

· Roma children are trafficked for forced labor. 

· Traffickers continued to force some victims to apply for asylum in order to keep their victims in the country legally.

Bulgaria

· Ethnic Roma women and children remain highly vulnerable to trafficking. 

· Children are trafficked within Bulgaria and to Greece and the United Kingdom for the purposes of forced begging and forced petty theft. 

· Around 15 percent of identified victims are children.

Cyprus

· A destination country for a large number of women from Eastern Europe, the former Soviet Union, Russia, Latin America, and the Philippines trafficked for the purpose of commercial sexual exploitation.

France

· The government estimates that of the 15,000 to 18,000 women in France’s commercial sex trade, the majority – possibly 10,000 to 12,000 – are likely victims of sex trafficking. 

· 1,002 trafficking victims were identified in 2007, of which 76 percent were foreigners.

· There were 164 cases of forced labor in 2008.

Greece

· Women and teenage girls are trafficked from Bulgaria, Romania, Albania, other parts of Eastern Europe and the Balkans, Nigeria, and Brazil into forced prostitution and forced labor.

· Child labor trafficking victims are subjected to forced begging and forced to engage in petty crimes.

· Roma women and children are trafficked within Greece.

Ireland

Women from Eastern Europe, Nigeria, other parts of Africa and, South America and Asia have been trafficked to Ireland for forced prostitution.

Italy

· Women and children are trafficked for forced prostitution mainly from Nigeria, Romania, Bulgaria, Moldova, Albania, and Ukraine.

· Chinese men and women are trafficked for the purpose of forced labor. 

· Roma children are trafficked for sexual exploitation and forced begging.

· 90% of foreign seasonal workers are unregistered and two-thirds are in Italy illegally, rendering them vulnerable to trafficking.

Kosovo

A source, transit, and destination country for women and children trafficked across national borders for the purpose of commercial sexual exploitation.

Moldova

· It’s estimated there were over 25,000 men forced into labor in 2008.

· Women are trafficked into prostitution primarily to Turkey, Russia, Cyprus, the UAE, and also to other Middle Eastern and Western European countries.

Netherlands

· Within the Netherlands, victims are trafficked by so called “pimp boys” or “lover boys” - men who seduce vulnerable young women and girls and force them into prostitution.

· Groups vulnerable to trafficking include single underage asylum seekers, women with dependent residence status obtained through fraudulent marriages, and women recruited in Africa, China, and Thailand for work in massage parlors.

Romania

· Men, women, and children are trafficked to Spain, Italy, Greece, the Czech Republic, and Germany for commercial sexual exploitation, forced begging, and forced labor in the agriculture, construction, and service sectors.

· Men, women, and children are trafficked within the country for commercial sexual exploitation and forced labor including forced begging and petty theft.

Spain


There are at least 50,000 people in Spain who are victims of human trafficking.


Ukraine

· People from Ukraine are trafficked to Russia, Poland, Turkey, Italy, Austria, Spain, Germany, Portugal, the Czech Republic, United Arab Emirates, United Kingdom, Israel, Greece, Lebanon, Benin, Tunisia, Cyprus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Hungary, Slovakia, Syria, Switzerland, the United States, Canada and Belarus.

· Homeless children or children in orphanages are particularly vulnerable to trafficking.

United Kingdom

· A significant destination and, to a lesser extent, transit country for women, children, and men trafficked for commercial sexual exploitation and forced labor, primarily from Eastern Europe, Africa, the Balkans, and Asia (principally China, Vietnam, and Malaysia).

· Migrant workers are trafficked for forced labor.

· It’s estimated that 70% of the 88,000 women involved in prostitution in England and Wales are under the control of traffickers.

Argentina


· Argentina’s long borders make the country an easy transit area for traffickers and their victims.

· Child sex tourism is a problem, particularly in the tri-border area and in Buenos Aires. Argentina is a transit point for foreign women and girls trafficked into commercial sexual exploitation in Chile, Brazil, Mexico, and Western Europe.

· Chinese migrants are trafficked for forced labor into Chinese-owned supermarkets.

Bolivia

· Primarily a source country for men, women, and children trafficked for the purposes of commercial sexual exploitation and forced labor in sweatshops, factories, and agriculture in numerous countries.

· In a case discovered in May 2008, more than 200 Bolivian workers were trafficked to Russia for forced labor in the construction industry.

· Members of indigenous communities are particularly at risk of forced labor within the country, on ranches, sugar cane, and nut plantations.

Brazil

· It’s estimated that 250,000 to 400,000 children are exploited in domestic prostitution, in resort and tourist areas, along highways, and in Amazonian mining brothels.

· Sex trafficking of women occurs in every Brazilian state and the federal district.

· More than 25,000 men are subjected to slave labor within the country, typically on cattle ranches, sugar-cane plantations, logging and mining camps, and large farms producing corn, cotton, soy, and charcoal for pig iron.

Colombia

· Women and children from rural to urban areas for commercial sexual exploitation.

· Forced marriage and forced begging exist.

· Displaced persons, poor women in rural areas, and relatives of members of criminal organizations are at risk for domestic trafficking.

· Guerillas and paramilitary groups forcibly recruit children as combatants; the government estimates that nearly 6,000 children may be exploited under such conditions.

Costa Rica

· Child sex tourism is a serious problem, particularly in the provinces of Guanacaste, Limon, Puntarenas, and San Jose. 

· Child sex tourists arrive mostly from the United States, Germany, Sweden, and Italy.

· Young men from Nicaragua, as well as Chinese nationals, are trafficked to Costa Rica for forced labor.

Ecuador

· Women are trafficked to Colombia, Peru, Venezuela, and Western Europe for commercial sexual exploitation.

· Children are trafficked within the country from border and central highland areas to urban centers for commercial sexual exploitation as well as for domestic servitude, forced begging, and forced labor in mines and other hazardous work.

· Children are trafficked to Colombia, Venezuela, Chile, and DR for forced labor, particularly street begging, forced vending, and as domestic servants.
Honduras

· Honduran women and children are trafficked to Guatemala, El Salvador, Mexico, Belize, and the United States for commercial sexual exploitation.

· Victims are typically lured by false job offers from rural areas to urban and tourist centers, such as Tegucigalpa, San Pedro Sula, and the Bay Islands.

· Criminal gangs force children to conduct street crime.

Mexico

· Mexico is a large source, transit, and destination country for persons trafficked for the purposes of commercial sexual exploitation and forced labor. 

· Often people are lured by false job offers from poor rural regions to urban, border, and tourist areas. 

· Organized criminal networks traffick women and girls into the United States for commercial sexual exploitation. 

· Men, women, and children are trafficked into the United States for forced labor, particularly in agriculture and industrial sweatshops.

· More than 20,000 children are victims of sex trafficking every year, especially in tourist and border areas. 

· Child sex tourism continues to grow in tourist areas such as Acapulco and Cancun, and northern border cities like Tijuana and Ciudad Juarez.
· Central American minors, traveling through Mexico to meet family members in the United States, increasingly fall victim to human traffickers, particularly near the Guatemalan border.
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Middle East

Summaries and Statistics of Countries

Afghanistan

· Boys and girls are trafficked within the country for commercial sexual exploitation, forced marriage to settle debts or disputes, forced begging, as well as forced labor or debt bondage in brick kilns, carpet-making factories, and domestic service.
· Boys are promised enrollment in Islamic schools in Pakistan, but instead are trafficked to camps for paramilitary training by extremist groups.
Iran

· Iranian and Afghan children living in Iran are trafficked internally for the purpose of forced marriages, commercial sexual exploitation and involuntary servitude as beggars or laborers to pay debts, provide income or support drug addiction of their families.
· There are nearly one million Afghans living in Iran -- some as refugees, others as economic migrants -- who are vulnerable to conditions of human trafficking.
Iraq

Some women and girls are trafficked within Iraq for the purpose of sexual exploitation through the traditional institution of temporary marriages (muta’a). Under this arrangement, the family receives a dowry from the husband and the marriage is terminated after a specified period. When trafficked by persons other than family members, women can be placed at risk of honor killings if their families learn that they have been raped or forced into prostitution.

Kazakhstan

· Women are trafficked to China and Turkey for the purpose of commercial sexual exploitation. 

· Kazakhstan is a destination country for a significant number of Uzbek men, women, and girls trafficked for the purposes of commercial sexual exploitation and forced labor, including domestic servitude and forced labor in the tobacco, cotton, and meat processing industries.

Turkey

Turkey is a destination and, to a lesser extent, transit country for women and children predominately from Eastern Europe and the former Soviet Union trafficked primarily for the purpose of commercial sexual exploitation and, to a lesser degree, for the purpose of forced labor.

Yemen

· A country of origin and, to a much lesser extent, transit and destination country for women and children trafficked for the purposes of forced labor and sexual exploitation.
· Children, mostly boys, are trafficked across the northern border with Saudi Arabia or to the Yemeni cities of Aden and Sana’a for forced labor, primarily as beggars, but also for domestic servitude or work in small shops. Some of these children are subjected to commercial sexual exploitation in transit or once they arrive in Saudi Arabia.

Runaways and Homeless Youth in the USA

About 70-80% are trafficked/pimped, use survival sex. Any minor who is used for commercial sex in exchange for money, food, shelter etc., IS legally a trafficking victim in the US. Force, fraud and coercion do not need to be present as they do with an adult.

1-800-runaway is switchboard open 24/7 (crisis line for runaway youth and parents of runaway youth.) Can tell you the closest shelters for street kids and give lots of other resources. Also, “ticket back home” program through Greyhound bus. They provide FREE translator service for internationals - they will find translator for language needed (over 100 languages available - not just most common.)

· Libraries: youth can sleep and use internet without hassle

· College campuses: students are generous; let them sleep in dorms, give meal tickets

· Coffee houses

· Trap Houses 

· Emergency Rooms (can spend hours without being noticed)

· Abandoned Buildings

Information:

· “Trap Houses” (term used by law enforcement and by youth.) Doors may not be locked but ‘trapped” because youth have no money, no id, no documents, sometimes threats of violence - all keep them trapped. 

· Most out on street during day to sell either sex or drugs usually.

· Current labor trafficking scam that is increasingly common, advertises “see the country” selling magazine subscriptions. 6-10 youth are kept in 1 or 2 motel rooms, upper level, door to outside - someone watching through the night, so know they will be caught if they try to leave. 

· If youth don’t meet their quota they are usually taken out in the middle of nowhere and dumped. Without money or ID, often quickly get into sex trade.

Things to put in survival kits:

· Clean socks (walk a LOT) 

· Duct tape (to patch things us)

· Water

· Non-perishable food/ grocery vouchers

· Hygiene supplies

· Basic clothing

· Sometimes pet food (they will be VERY attached to their dog if they have one.) 

· Wallet card with info on such things as rape crisis center/ food pantry/ drop in center/ place to do laundry/ shower/ emergency shelters/ etc.

Summaries and Statistics of Countries

Canada

· Canadian women and girls, many of whom are aboriginal, are trafficked internally for commercial sexual exploitation. In addition, foreigners from Asia, Eastern Europe, Africa, Latin America, and the Caribbean also have been identified. 

· A significant number of victims, particularly South Korean females, transit Canada en route to the United States. 

· Canada is reported to be a destination country for sex tourists, particularly from the United States.

· Canada is a destination country for foreign victims trafficked for labor exploitation; some labor victims enter Canada legally but then are subjected to forced labor in agriculture, sweatshops, or as domestic servants.

Haiti

Slavery is not new to Haiti, but the recent earthquake has heightened concern. Due to the earthquake many children are displaced and vulnerable to traffickers. 

USA

· An estimated 14,500-17,500 trafficked across borders annually; 200,000 trafficked domestically.

· The U.S.A, along with Japan and Australia are at the top of the list of wealthier receiving countries for foreign victims. Trafficking happens in US cities… but small towns, rural areas, and suburbia are hot spots for this increasing computer based business. 

· About 1.6 million children runaway from home in the US each year – 1 in 3 teens will be recruited by a pimp within 48 hours of leaving home.

· Internet porn is a reality in American culture: there’s over 100,000 sites offering illegal child pornography + 100’s of thousands offering teen pornography.

· In 2006, there were more than 20 million searches for “teen porn or sex” online. 

· 70-90% of sexually exploited kids have a history of sexual abuse.

Australia

· A destination country for human trafficking. Authorities believe that traffickers are primarily of individual operators or small crime groups that often rely on larger organized crime groups to procure fraudulent documentation.

· Australia is a destination country for victims trafficked who are from East Asia, South East Asia, and Eastern Europe, particularly the People’s Republic of China, the Republic of Korea, and Thailand. 

· There are several reports of migrants, particularly from India, the People’s Republic of China, and South Korea, who voluntarily migrate to work in Australia but are later coerced into exploitative conditions.

New Zealand

· A destination country for human trafficking. There are reports of debt bondage and confiscation of document among women in prostitution.

· New Zealand has internal trafficking of women and children for commercial sexual exploitation.

Appendix 1

Quick Guide to Victim Identification- Red Flags
Here are some indicators which may raise a red flag that a person may be a victim of human trafficking. You may want to take a second look at situations where a person(s):

· Appears to be under someone else's control. They appear to be under surveillance at all times. All or most contacts with family, friends, and professionals are controlled and monitored.
· Do not manage their own money or money is largely controlled by someone else.
· Are not in control of their own identification or travel documents.
· Work excessive hours.
· Are unpaid for their work or paid very little.
· Live with multiple people in a very cramped space.
· Live with their employer.
· Have little/no French language skills or knowledge of the local community.
· Appear to have little privacy or are rarely alone.
· Have visible injuries or scars, such as cuts, bruises, or burns. May have injuries around the head, face, and mouth from being struck in the head or face.(Sex slaves’ scars tend to be hidden, as on the lower back)
· Have untreated illnesses or infections. Ex:  Diabetes, cancer, TB. 
· May have general poor health and/or diseases associated with unsanitary living conditions.
· Have STDs, HIV/Aids, pelvic pain/inflammation, rectal trauma, urinary difficulties, abdominal or genital trauma

· Use drugs- victims are often given drugs to keep them dependent.
· Exhibit submissive behavior or fearful behavior in the presence of others.
· Exhibit emotional distress such as depression, anxiety, panic attacks, confusion, phobias, disorientation, self-inflicted injuries or suicide attempts.
· Engage in prostitution or living in a brothel.
· Are sexually exploited in strip clubs, massage parlors, pornography.
· Are branded with a tattoo of a man’s name or “Daddy.” 
· Exhibit feelings of helplessness, shame, humiliation, shock, denial or disbelief

· Are pregnant as a result of rape or prostitution.

Additionally, for minors, if they:

· Talk about an older boyfriend or sex with an older man/boyfriend
· Use words associated with the commercial sex industry
· Hang around commercial sex businesses like strip clubs, massage parlors, adult book/video stores
· Have stunted growth, or poorly formed or rotting teeth 

PLEASE NOTE:

· It is important to talk to potential victims in a safe and confidential environment. If the victim is accompanied by someone who seems to have control over them, discretely attempt to separate the person from the individual accompanying him/her, without arousing suspicion, since this person could be the trafficker.

· As needed, enlist the help of a professional who speaks the potential victim's language and understands his or her culture.

· Do not collect more information than you need! In depth interviews with the potential victim should be conducted by mental health professionals, law enforcement professionals or legal experts. Multiple interviews may confuse and/or re-traumatize victims and may put you, as a service provider, at risk of being subpoenaed as a witness.

· Anyone under 18 who engages in commercial sex (porn or prostitution) is legally a severe trafficking victim. Force, fraud or coercion does not need to be present as in the case of someone over 18.
