The Logos Scholar’s Bible is only available on one computer. Ask Library staff to log you onto Computer #11. Program takes several minutes to load (1 GB data download). Click on book icon to see what resources are available (or see below list). Click on Guides to do Exegetical study; define your text and select desired resources to search.
